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APPLICATION OF CASE STUDY METHOD FOR

The development of active learning methods is the main trend in the training of
managers.

As a result, the higher school should
prepare its graduates for life, about which the school itself knows little. In today’s fast-
paced world, an increase in the volume of knowledge no longer means an increase in the
level of education. The key to the success of the educational system is the competence
approach, that is, student-centered education. Moreover, the case method is the first and
very significant step towards a competence approach in higher education.
